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The oral exam will be a one-to-one interview between a candidate and an examining board or one examiner only. The exam will consist of two parts:

The first part will revolve around a discussion with or questions asked by the examiner related to the topics in the course bibliography.


Students are expected to be able to

· Answer questions about themselves

· Talk about

· their habits and routines

· their free time

· their future plans and arrangements

· past situations

· life experiences, unfinished / indefinite past actions

· shopping


· Make predictions and give opinions

· Give advice

· Express rules, obligation and   prohibition        

· Describe people (personality and physical appearance)



The second part will consist of a discussion with or questions posed by the

examiner about The Climb (plot, characters, opinion).
