
	                2024 FIFTH YEAR ORAL EXAM GUIDELINES 




The oral exam will be a one-to-one interview between a candidate and an  examining board or one examiner only. The exam will consist of two parts: 
The first part will revolve around a discussion with or questions asked by the  examiner related to the topics in the course bibliography. 
Students are expected to be able to 
· Answer personal questions 

· Talk about 
· Personality traits 
· Job interviews 
· Illnesses, injuries and first aid 
· Age 
· Clothes and fashion 
· Air travel 
· Books and reading 
· The weather 
· Risks  
· Feelings 

· Make predictions 

· Express 
· Agreement or disagreement about a given statement 
· Imaginary / hypothetical situations 
· Present and past regrets/past mistakes/criticism (wish) 

The second part will consist of a discussion with or questions posed by the  examiner about Officially Dead.

	In all cases, we expect students to give extended and spontaneous answers to keep the conversation going; not simply Yes or No - Yes, I do / No, I don’t, etc.
