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The exam will consist of two parts:

PART 1

Students will prepare a one-minute talk on a topic of their interest, except politics or religion.

PART 2

It will be a one-to-one interview between a candidate and an examining board or one examiner only on the following topics:


· Families and relationships

· Personality

· Jobs/work

· Past habits

· Childhood memories

· Films and books

· Time and you

· Wishes and regrets

· Money
